The event, organised by BSP’s Communications and External Affairs Department (CEA) 

with the support of the BSP’s Religious Committee was held at the Belait Convention 

Centre. This event is one of the many annual social investment activities carried out by 

BSP involving staff and the community. 

 

The ceremony started with the recital of Surah Al-Fatihah and a Doa Selamat followed 

by the distribution of the Korban meat.
